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WATER CONSERVATION
You may have noticed a drippy faucet in or around your home at one time or another. If  you are like most people, you 

probably thought ÒOh, itÕs no big deal. It doesnÕt add up to much.Ó According to the American Water Works Association, a 

faucet that drips one drop per second adds up to 6 ! gallons of  water per day, and this is for a tiny droplet with a 1/16Ó 

diameter. If  this droplet turns into a steady stream, then your water loss is at 74,000 gallons per year! Most drippy faucets have a 

larger diameter such as 1/8Ó, and with a drip this size your loss is anywhere between 5,000 Ð 296,000 gallons per year 

depending on how fast it drips or streams. Leaky toilets are a major cause of  water loss, and oftentimes most difÞcult to detect. 

This is a lot of  water to lose, and a lot of  money just going down the drain. For more information on leak detection or water 

conservation, give us a call at (719) 256-4310.

Also, a friendly reminder that you need to keep up on paying your monthly bills in a timely fashion or your water will be 

shut off. This entails paying your full balance every month. In addition, we will be 

implementing a $50.00 disconnect fee for all those who fail to comply with the BoardÕs new 

policy. 

We are looking forward to the warming months of  Spring where the days are longer and we 

have more hours to work Ð I mean, when things Þnally slow down for us before the busy 

Summer season kicks in again. Administratively, the months of  March and April hold a time 

of  preparing a Fixed Asset Management Plan, applying for grants for capital improvement projects, preparing for our annual 

audit, and beginning to put together a Surface Water Protection Plan, just to name a few.
