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Douglas County considering Renewable Water Resources plan to export San Luis
Valley water
RWR needs to find a customer to move its proposal forward

FOR an initial payment of $20 million Douglas County can become a partner of Renewable Water Resources in its plan to
export approximately 20,000 acre-feet of water per year from the San Luis Valley, according to an RWR proposal to the
Douglas County Commissioners.

In its proposal to Douglas County, RWR said it currently owns approximately 9,800 acres in the San Luis Valley and has
options to purchase an estimated 8,000 additional acres. “The Parties will enter into one or more agreements (the
“Contract(s)”) governing the adjudication of approximately 22,000 acre feet of water per year (the “Water Rights”) in
Water Division No. 3 (the “Water Case”),” according to the terms of agreement presented to Douglas County.

The proposal establishes terms of value for the water rights that Douglas County would own and how it would get a
fixed per annual acre-foot rate below current water market rates that other Front Range communities are paying.

“In consideration for the Initial Payment, the Purchase Price for the water rights will be fixed at $18,500.00 per annual
acre foot. At that Purchase Price, the Water Rights would be substantially below their current
market value, especially for trans-basin water that can be used to extinction. Currently, metro
districts and other water service providers in the Colorado Front Range are acquiring water
rights for more than $40,000-$50,000 per acre foot for senior rights. With an early investment
in RWR, the County can take a leadership role in securing renewable water rights at a significant
discount.”

The three Douglas County Commissioners are split on the proposal, based on interviews
Alamosa Citizen conducted Tuesday with the county commissioners.

“As a Douglas County Commissioner, any opportunity to bring water into the county | think
does bear serious consideration,” said Commissioner George Teal.

Douglas County has been seeking community input on how to spend $68.2 million of federal
funding received through the American Rescue Plan Act. Securing additional water rights to
meet its growth is one of the priority areas Douglas County has identified for the federal
funding.

Douglas County will host a Town Hall on Thursday to hear from residents on how to prioritize
spending of the American Rescue Plan Act. The water rights proposal from RWR is one of the
proposals expected to be discussed at the meeting.

Lora Thomas

“I think it’s irresponsible for the Front Range to take water from other communities,” Douglas
County Commissioner Lora Thomas told Alamosa Citizen. “I know that everybody needs water,
but we need to do this respectfully and we need to do this with people, not to people.”

Thomas has been on the short end of 2-1 county commissioner votes in Douglas County.

Teal and Commissioner Abe Laydon were supportive of RWR presenting their proposal in
executive session earlier this year. Thomas was not. Both Teal and Laydon have also appeared
in a social media campaign created by RWR backers called “Douglas County Future Fund” that
expresses the need for Douglas County to secure more water to meet its growth.

“One thing | can tell you with certainty is that | will not make any decision that impairs the present or future citizens of
the San Luis Valley,” Laydon said in a statement to Alamosa Citizen.

Later, in a telephone interview, he said he has family in Blanca and plans to come to the San Luis Valley to talk to
residents before he decides whether to support the RWR proposal.

“I have not made any decisions and neither has my board,” Laydon said.

Renewable Water Resources needs to find a customer like Douglas County to move its proposal forward. The plan relies
on drawing water from the Upper Rio Grande Basin and exporting it to the Front Range. Without an identified end user
for the exportation and sale of the water, RWR can’t file its plan in Colorado Water Court.

If Douglas County moves ahead with RWR, State Sen. Cleave Simpson of Alamosa said RWR would need to acquire the
water rights and then file in district water court a change to the water rights decree to go from agricultural use to
municipal use. He said land RWR owns doesn’t have irrigation well water rights and that RWR would need to buy wells
and well permits for its exportation plan.

RWR spokesperson Monica McCafferty couldn’t be reached for comment.

“I take it very seriously,” said Simpson of the proposal before Douglas County Commissioners. “They need the water
without a doubt. Reliance on the Denver Basin Aquifer is problematic. It’s going to run out. The pressure mounts on us in
the Valley to protect our limited resource.”

Simpson has met with the commissioners. He said that Douglas County thinking it can use money from the federal
American Rescue Plan Act for the RWR proposal is a twist he didn’t see coming.

“1 think it’s unconscionable to use those federal dollars to diminish one community in support of another community,”
he said. In addition to representing the San Luis Valley in the Colorado Senate, Simpson is the general manager of the
Rio Grande Water Conservation District, which is leading the opposition to the RWR plan.

Teal and Thomas said they expect to take up the RWR proposal in January once they get feedback from residents about
the American Rescue Plan money.

“We have created and drafted our proposal to meet all Water Court criteria and are prepared to go through Division 3
Water Court in Alamosa,” RWR said in its plan to Douglas County.

Spearheaded by former Colorado Gov. Bill Owens and his former deputy chief of staff Sean Tonner, Renewable Water
Resources is pitching its San Luis Valley water exportation proposal as a way for Douglas County to meet its future water
needs without continuing to rely on the Denver Aquifer and other water resources that cities in Douglas County secure
to meet their growth.

“Right now virtually every drop of water that you’re pulling from a tap here in Castle Rock originates from the Colorado
River basin and Arkansas River basin,” said Teal, seeing a water exportation plan from the San Luis Valley to meet
Douglas County’s needs in a similar light.

“RWR’s project offers Douglas County the opportunity to secure a renewable water supply independent from the
Denver Aquifer,” according to the proposal. It goes on to say, “Douglas County Commissioners have a long track record
of doing the right thing at the right time and our Commissioners today have a unique opportunity to protect the quality
of life we currently know in Douglas County by securing a renewable water supply large enough to benefit the entire
county. ... Providing all factors that threaten water security from climate change to population growth to a strain on the
Denver Aquifer — the RWR project can bring a county-wide solution to a county-wide problem.”

I attended (by phone) a portion of the meeting where Douglas County heard various proposals at a Town Hall meeting Thursday,
December 9. Douglas County will receive $68.2 million from the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA). Renewable Water
Resources (RWR) has submitted a proposal to Douglas County requesting $20 million of these funds to advance its plan to export
agricultural water from the San Luis Valley. A copy of a recent article from Alamosa Citizen is included in your packet for

discussion.

V.A. Water-Sewer Hook-up Application and inventory update.

I recommend honoring the 2021 applications received; then implementing the updated resolution and new fees for the new year.

VII. Capital Projects — South Crestone Tank Project:

Viking Industrial Painting Approval for Payment: Viking has submitted their first pay application in the amount of $140,053.75 this
application requests 100% payment for all line items. Retainage is still held back (5%) in the amount of $7,371.25. I recommend
approval of this pay application upon 1. Final testing has been completed and has passed and 2. The tank can be placed back in
service.

Mourning the Loss of Greg Hobbs

The Colorado water community lost a legend yesterday with the passing of Justice Greg
Hobbs. Greg, who would have turned 77 on Dec. 15, passed away peacefully with his family
- - wife Bobbie, son Dan and daughter Emily - by his side after
e suffering a pulmonary embolism.

For both the legal and water communities, and really all whose
paths crossed his, the loss is heartbreaking. We not only lost
one of our most knowledgeable legal minds, but also lost one
of our most able and accomplished speakers, teachers, writers
and historians. Those who knew Greg understand.

Greg, who first began practicing law in Colorado in 1973,
retired as a Colorado Supreme Court Justice in 2015 and continued to share his water
expertise and speaking and writing eloquence in a variety of ways.

He was the longstanding Vice-President of Water Education Colorado, an organization he
helped create in 2002 and for which he was a tireless advocate and ambassador. For the
past 19 years, he served as WEco’s Publications Chair, where he oversaw the publication of
its well-known Headwaters magazine and Citizen’s Guide series. He was known to greet each
new publication with a celebratory, “This is our best issue yet,” and was always championing
the publications’ distribution, even toting boxes around in his trunk so that they were always
at the ready. He was also a frequent presenter in WEco programs, mentored numerous
individuals through the Water Leaders Program, and provided sound guidance in the
organization’s strategic growth and evolution over the years to ensure it stayed true to its
nonpartisan mission.

In recent years Greg served as a senior water judge working as a mediator for water rights
cases and continued to mentor current and future water lawyers with his knowledge of the
legal nuances of Colorado’s water rights system. He taught a water court practice seminar

and continued to write and speak about all matters water.

Greg wrote extensively, whether about the legal intricacies of water or his beloved poetry.
He authored a number of books, the most recent of which was published in 2020 entitled
Confluence: The Story of Greeley Water, which he co-authored with Michael Welsh.

During his nearly two decades on the bench, he authored more than 250 majority opinions,
many of which dealt with water law. He was an exceptional jurist, principled and deliberate,
noting that every word in every opinion mattered. As a perfect reflection of his generous
spirit, he hired nearly 60 law clerks over his time on the bench, and ensured that they all
knew each other, supported each other professionally, and treated each other like family. He
always talked about how proud he was of his clerks and where they are now, many of
whom, like him chose careers as public servants.

Greg’s early legal career included stops with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency,
where he worked for two years beginning in 1973, followed by nearly four years with the
Colorado Attorney General’s Office in the Natural Resources Section, where he became a
leader in environmental law specializing in air and water quality issues.

In 1979, he became a partner with Davis, Graham and Stubbs and soon after the principal
counsel for the Northern Colorado Water Conservancy District, where he became well-known
for his advocacy and protection of Northern Water’s water rights. In 1992, he helped form
the law firm of Hobbs, Trout and Raley with two other well-known water lawyers — Bob Trout
and Bennett Raley.



In 1996, Gov. Roy Romer appointed him to the Colorado Supreme Court where he took his
water knowledge to an even higher level. Greg was a staunch supporter of Colorado’s
system of water rights and wrote extensively and spoke often of his support for the unique
water law system that has evolved since the state was created in 1876. He had a studied
and nuanced approach to the prior appropriation system and defended it against those who
felt it no longer suited Colorado.

Greg did his undergraduate studies at the University of Notre Dame. After Notre Dame, he
attended Columbia University to study Latin American history. Following their 1967 wedding,
Greg and Bobbie joined the Peace Corps, moving to Colombia. The couple returned in 1968
and had Dan. Emily followed in 1971.

Greg spent his early years of family life in law school at Berkeley Law, completing his degree
in 1971. He then clerked for Judge William Edward Doyle of the Tenth Circuit Court of
Appeals in Denver, a critical part of his career and his interest in the bench. In 1973, the
Hobbs family returned to Denver and made it their home for good.
